2 The existing guidelines for expenditure control have been
reviewed. Keeping in view the present situation arising out of COVID-19 and the
consequential lock down, it is expected that the cash position of Government
may be stressed in Q1 (April to June, 2020) of 2020-2021. Considering this, it is
essential to regulate the Government expenditure and to fix the Quarterly
Expenditure Plan (QEP)/Monthly Expenditure Plan (MEP) of specific
Ministries/Departments in the following manner.
